the cost of food in Kosovo
depends on what you eat, but
being one of the cheapest
countries in Europe, the food is
correspondingly cheap. You can
enjoy a meal for hardly a few
Euros, a Coke or Pepsi for 1 Euro
or a beer for 1.5 Euros. A 3-course
meal at a mid-range might cost
you anywhere between 10 to 20
Euros.

A kilogram of apples costs around
half a Euro, while a bottle of mid-
range wine costs 4 or 5 Euros.
Combine that with the cheap cost
of traveling in Kosovo, and you
have the perfect place for a
budget-friendly stay!

Pristina does not have an
extensive public transport
network but it covers every
popular tourism destination. You
can use buses and taxis to get
around in the city.
