The integration of Al in media communication represents a revolutionary shift,
enabling the automated production of vast amounts of information daily across
multiple locations (Barrolleta & Sandoval-Martin, 2024). Businesses have also
introduced non-human agents, such as Al, in consumer communications,
raising concerns among academics studying business and economics
(Davenport et al., 2020; Yang et al., 2024). Although laws and standards have
progressed, the exact ways in which Al threatens human rights across various
spheres of life remain unclear (Lane, 2023).

In politics and marketing, the launch of generative artificial intelligence (GAI)
chatbots, coupled with the growing use of Al in strategic communications, has
sparked ethical debates among practitioners and researchers. This
development has also prompted actions by industry associations (Germinder
& Capizzo, 2024) and enabled politics, populists, and demagogues who engage
in politics even more to play with fox strategies (Fuller, 2018; Saliu, 2024).
Digital technologies also present new challenges, as they are often designed to
be misleading, driven by commercial motives, or influenced by other
inaccuracies (Swire-Thompson & Lazer, 2020). People are increasingly turning
to ChatGPT as an advisor for health-related concerns, even though the
information it provides has not been rigorously tested or proven to be reliable

(Nutbeam, 2023).



Al has also revolutionized education by making machine-based thinking a
practical reality (Looi, 2024). While it is not yet clear whether kindergarten
teachers are empowered or hindered by children’s use of ChatGPT (Su & Yang,
2023), it is evident that ChatGPT can often serve as an excellent math tutor
(Taani & Alabidi, 2024). The challenges for educators are compounded by the
difficulty in determining whether a student has completed homework
independently or with the assistance of Al (Atlas, 2023; Shklarski & Ray, 2024).
Thus, preparing for the labor market necessitates the integration of Al literacy
and ethical decision-making skills, which balance technical expertise with
critical thinking (Waring, 2024) in a rapidly evolving world where various
professions, including those in higher education, face growing risks (Rudolph
et al, 2023). In addition to the advantages and disadvantages, like any
revolution, the Fourth Industrial Revolution (Floridi, 2014) raises concerns
about the future of certain professions. Train and subway operators, plumbers,
doctors, and others worry about the potential loss of their jobs (Harari, 2016).
Nonetheless, the widespread use of technology has simultaneously facilitated
the integration of society, culture, and technological advancements (Fuchs,
2009). Al, as the pinnacle of technological development, can be used ethically
or unethically. However, we must strive for a harmonious coexistence between
the natural environment and the digital technologies with which we interact,
in order to create a better society and a healthier biosphere (Floridi, 2023).
Therefore, the aim of this conference is to serve as an international scientific
forum, bringing together researchers and professionals from various industries
to address the current priorities and challenges of using Al in everyday life
through an interdisciplinary approach.

Abstract

The integration of generative artificial intelligence (AI) in education is
transforming perspectives, teaching methods, and the role of teachers in this
process. This pilot study analyzes the perception of Al's role among primary and
secondary school teachers in shaping the future of education. The aim of the
study was to determine the level of acceptance of this technology, identify
concerns, and highlight potential benefits stemming from its implementation in
the didactic process. The study was conducted online through the distribution
of an internet survey in Poland. The results indicate that teachers recognize Al's
positive impact on education, particularly in terms of adapting educational
materials to individual student needs, streamlining administrative tasks, and
supporting children with special educational needs.

Many educators indicate that
they lack adequate training and resources to effectively integrate Al into their
teaching practices. The study findings may serve as valuable material for
teachers and education policymakers, highlighting the need for further
discussion on the effective use of artificial intelligence in teaching and learning.

This presentation explores the implications of the Chinchilla paper for the
existential risks posed by superintelligent artificial intelligence (Al) and critically
examines the declining prominence of this concern in current discussions. The
Chinchilla paper, Training Compute-Optimal Large Language Models (2022), offers
a pivotal perspective on reassessing the existential risks tied to advanced AL
Existential risk, within the realm of Al, pertains to the potential for highly
advanced artificial general intelligence (AGI) to lead to human extinction or
irreversible global catastrophe by exceeding human control and failing to align
with human values. The Chinchilla paper shifts the focus of Al scaling from
computational power and model size to the availability of high-quality, human-
generated training data. It demonstrates that Al systems are not merely limited
by computational resources but are fundamentally "data-limited". This insight
has significant implications for the plausibility of superintelligent Al If AGI's
capabilities are intrinsically tied to the scope and quality of human-generated
data, then its growth is bounded by the finite and imperfect nature of this
resource. This limitation challenges the narrative of unchecked Al progression.
The paper underscores that Al, even with increasing sophistication, remains
deeply reliant on human-produced inputs, making the leap to AGI potentially
less feasible than previously feared. By highlighting these natural boundaries,
the Chinchilla paper provides a framework for mitigating existential risks by
focusing on responsible system design and aligning Al development with
manageable and transparent goals.

This paper/film examines data relations, digital capitalism, and Al, arguing that

human life is commodified and transformed into data for extraction. By
theorizing data as capital, it contends that human-object and object-object
interactions are absorbed into capitalist systems of value extraction. This process
extends beyond economic structures, subsuming human social, cultural, and
biological processes within a paradigm of datafication.

Baudrillard’s Precession of the Simulacrum frames the analysis, revealing how
social relations are mediated and ultimately engendered by data, producing a
hyperreal simulacrum. The paper also engages Heidegger’s concept of tekhne—
the mode by which humans bring forth and unconceal —to argue a contemporary
reversal of tekhné, wherein Al extracts human consciousness, reducing humanity
to mere “standing reserve” for technological systems. Finally, it critiques the
capitalist and colonialist ideologies underpinning this extractivist logic,
examining how consent for data exploitation is manufactured and the profound
consequences this shift has for the structure of social relations.

This research
emphasizes the urgent need for a proactive, multidisciplinary approach—
incorporating technological innovation, policy development, and international
collaboration — to mitigate the exploitation of deepfakes by terrorist groups. This
study contributes to the expanding discourse on the intersection of Al, security,
and global terrorism.

Abstract

Phonemes and allophones are speech units that help to solve the puzzle of speech
sounds in English language. Each system is language specific. Hence, there is a
big difference between Macedonian and English language. Very often
differences are not accessible to the sense of hearing. By using modern phonetic
instruments, sounds are transformed into visible records which make differences
more noticeable. Additionally, Al can be also helpful in defining and
distinguishing allophones and phonemes. This study will define phonemes and
allophones while also providing phoneme-based and allophone-based Al
prompts for pronunciation improvement. Variations in sounds occur across
connected speech for various reasons, such as background noise, the speaker’s
fatigue, distraction, or reluctance to repeat. Furthermore, the speaker’s linguistic
background can influence these variations. Studying and improving both
distinctive and non-distinctive features can help in understanding these changes,
which often lead to miscommunication.
